Processing tags for the turkeys have been sent to designated FFA Advisors and County 4-H offices in each county and should arrive at the end of this week.  Please watch for them.  Blue tags are for State Show tom turkeys, white tags are for State Show hen turkeys and yellow tags are for all extra turkeys that will be processed the following week. Please remember to tag the turkeys no sooner than 24 hours before processing to prevent damage to your birds’ wings.  How to tag a turkey properly (video).

BEFORE Thursday, November 13, 2025- Please arrange with your FFA Advisor or USU Extension Agent to have State Show birds tagged.  Please input the tagging information into the State Show Google form (coming soon) found here: https://www.utahjrturkeyshow.com/ before the birds arrive at the processing plant.  *GOOGLE FORM information is automatically saved when entered. You will receive a confirmation receipt to your email once you’ve completed the form. If you find that something has been inputted incorrectly or are concerned about error, please feel free to email (ashley.longmore@usu.edu) and we can help you to fix the problem. 

The Utah State Turkey Show and Auction Week in Detail (this is optional and not required to participate in)

Wednesday November 12th, 2025-

*For cleaner processing, it is recommended that turkeys not be fed the night before/morning of processing. Please keep this in mind and not feed your turkeys the night before processing them.
 
Thursday November 13, 2025-
Turkey Plant Arrival/Turkey Drop-Off- 

*Note: Birds that are not properly tagged and registered will not be permitted to be unloaded until tagging and registration has been completed.

Youth may send 1 Tom and 1 Hen to the Bothwell processing plant for the State Show. Many counties arrange for birds to travel to the plant together. Please check with your FFA Advisor or USU Extension Agent to know the plan for your county. The location of the plant can be found by clicking here: Turkey Processing Plant Location

Friday November 14th, 2025- State Show bird judging day – youth are not present for this event. Birds will be judged professionally for confirmation and merit. The top 30 Toms and Top 30 Hens will be placed. The Heaviest Tom and Heaviest Hen will also be awarded. If your bird is selected, you will be contacted by a show committee member as soon as possible on Friday to make you aware that you are qualified for the auction which will be held the following day.

Saturday November 15th, 2023- Utah State Turkey Auction – youth who make the auction must be present in 4H and FFA official dress to sell (see turkey show rules) . Those 62 Birds that have been selected will be auctioned off to the highest bidder this day. The auction will start at 10:00 AM and will be hosted in the Auction Barn (blue metal building) at the Box Elder County Fairgrounds (320 N 1000 W, Tremonton, UT 84337). *We encourage all youth to advertise for this event and seek out buyers to come and support you. *Birds that do not make the auction will need to be picked up this day (Saturday, November 15th) at the Turkey Processing Plant from 11:30 AM- 1:00 PM. Directions to the plant for pick-up can be found here: Turkey Processing Plant Location

November 18th- November 24th- These will be the days that we process your extra turkeys. An email with information regarding these days and a separate Google Registration Form will be sent to you following the State Show Bird processing.
